\} BASIC DIRECTIONS FOR CREATING A THEME BASKET

1- Choose a book. It may be gently used or new. If used, be sure all the pages are there.

2- Choose a basket or other appropriate container that will be large enough for the book
plus a few items that relate to the book. Example: A Chinese cookbook, chopsticks, soy sauce, rice
bowls, etc. There is no limit to the number of extra items but about 5 would be good.

3- Arrange items in the basket so that they may be easily seen. We will wrap the baskets after they have
been delivered to the library.

4- Please deliver your "basket" to the library no later than July 20th.
